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Studio Policy

1. Lessons: Weekly lessons are scheduled for each student. There will be no cancellations 
accepted.   We treat your lessons with a high level of seriousness and expect you to do the 
same.

2. Fee: There is one flat fee per month for lessons:

30-minute lessons $160 per month, 5 week month $200
45-month lessons $200 per month, 5 week month $250
1 hour lessons  $260 per month,  5 week month $325

3.Make up classes: Make-ups may be offered for excused absences. Make up classes will 
not be offered for unexcused absences. Make ups will expire one month from date of the 
missed class.

4. Excused Absences: An excused absence must be scheduled AT LEAST 24 hours in 
advance of the lesson to be missed OR, in the event of a sudden illness or emergency notice 
must be CALLED in to the school BEFORE the scheduled lesson time. Absences should be 
reported by telephone. Excused absences may NOT be used as tuition credit. An unexcused 
absence is one that is reported less than 24 hours in advance of the lesson to be missed, or 
in excess of 1 per calendar month, or an excused absence after 1 month.

5. Tuition:There will be no tuition credit for missed classes. No refunds. Rescheduling is 
subject to instructor availability.

6. Billing: Tuition is due at the first lesson of the month. Late fees are added each week after 
the first lesson of the month $20/week. Returned checks $20. please make checks payable 
to Kristal Schwartz.

7. Parent Role: Students under the age of 10 are expected to have a parent present during 
practice time.  The parent's role in the development of their child's music education is impera-
tive.  Practice should be moniored and instilled in a daily routine.  We recommend a practice 
routine at the same time every day, making practice habitual.  Music takes discipline and 
motivation in order to succeed.  Both parents and teachers should instill these skills.
